We release information to 

insurance companies, Medicaid and 

Medicare, based on your consent during 

intake.

 Every individual who enters our program must 

receive funding through Medicaid Waiver 

services, State Contracted Services, or will be 

responsible to self-pay for all services provided by 

CSB of Middle Georgia.
